Drawing  

Children will use tonal and line-

ar shading in drawings from 

primary and secondary obser-

vations.  

Painting 

Children have an understand-

ing of colour theory and prima-

ry, secondary and tertiary col-

ours. Children learn how to use 

tints, tones and shades within 

colour.  

Printmaking 

Children use printmaking tech-

niques including press printing, 

monoprinting, collagraphy  

printing, polystyrene printing  

and reduction printing.  

3D/Sculpture  

Children make sculptures using 

clay, paper and origami tech-

niques 

Textiles 

Children work with fabric, prac-

tising wax resit techniques, tie-

dye and sewing.  

 Photography/Digital Art 

Children use cameras/tablets 

to photograph light, shadow , 

texture and pattern. They will 

create moving image based 

illustrations using animation 

and photoshop.
